Areas of expertise can be 

A. mainly sectoral, but integrating all aspects from ecosystem function over socio-economic question towards the development of products (e.g. decision support tool development in forestry or agrictulture)

· than just write: forestry, agriculture, water management or urban systems

B. cross-disciplinary, touching forestry, agriculture, water management and urban systems, but focusing on ecosystems research or socio-economy or technology development

· than write: ecological integrity or socio-economy or products

C. sectoral and focused, addressing e.g. ecosystems research in forestry

· than write (e.g.) forestry – ecological integrity.
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
